The Health
Care Provider manages and oversees first aid situations, ill and injured individuals, and is responsible for managing
camper health forms and medications. This position requires an experienced and compassionate caregiver who can
respond to emergencies in a calm and efficient manner.

PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITIES:

e  Work with counsellors to ensure safety and wellness of our campers and staff

e Maintain records such as personal health forms and incident reports

e Assist in the administration of any camper medication, including having a waiver signed by guardians

e  Provide information to counsellors about pertinent health information of campers. Communicate with
families that need an individualized emergency plan.

e Assistin the development and execution of the COVID-19 Camp Safety Plan

e Managing COVID-19 protocols with ill campers

e Inspect, monitor, and report any equipment damages or necessary repairs, and to record maintenance
issues on the Equipment Maintenance Form

e Ensure inventory of medical/first aid is well stocked and maintained. Communicate to Youth Development
Guest Experience Agent and/or Camp Administrator when stock needs to be replenished
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e  Provide leadership and assistance in crisis situations including, but not limited to: fire alarms, injuries,
accidents

e Assistin preparing healthy lunches for camp cookouts and evening program

e  Other duties as assigned by the Youth Development Guest Experience Agent (may include regular
administrative tasks)
